READING COMPREHENSION (16 marks)

Read the following passage carefully and answer the questions below.

Fashion is a word that all of us use in our daily life on a regular basis. There was a time when folks use to search

for certain fashion only for particular events, but as we speak, the trends have changed into part of everyday life
for teenagers. It reflects in all they do, particularly within the luggage they carry, the clothes thfly wear and. t.heir
foot gear. bracelets, hair styles, tattoos, physique picrcing, makeup and so on. Fashion is not just a.n ambitious
projected image of a reinterpreted good old value which fulfils some fashion or agenda, but is rather an
evocative and refreshing concept worthy enough to be portrayed for society’s appreciation that makes us even
more instinctive.

Today, dedicated followers of fashion look to cities such as New York city, London, Paris and Milan for their
inspiration and to buy the latest trends. The concept of fashion trends developed in Europe, but what about
fashion in the rest of the world? Early western travellers going to the East noted that fashion and styles changed
slowly in countries such as Persia, India, China and Japan. However, this was not always the case as there was
also evidence uncovered during the dynasty of Ming China of rapidly changing fashions in Chinese clothing.
History shows us that changes in costume oflen took place at times of economic or social change, which
occurred in ancient Rome and the Medieval Arabian Peninsula. Then a long period without major changes
would follow. Periods of rapid change and movement of people influenced the textiles and styles that people
chose to wear. Nowadays, people are still extremely conscious about the way they dress for various occasions.
Adolescent, and young adult feel very strong about the brands they wear, whether it is for college, partying or
sportswear. Their parents also feel the same about their own designer labels.

When it comes to fashion, most of us believe that we are individualists who can simply make up our own mind
with what we wear each day. Therefore, not many of us would admit to being slaves to fashion. However, we
arc not just talking of the expensive fashion houses in Paris and Milan, which very few of us can afford, or
would wear. We are talking of fashions and trends on everyday clothes, accessories, etc. It is the regular ones
that we always wear such as jeans and T-shirts, the ones we feel comfortable wearing because they are cheap
and practical. However, isn’t it true that these tend to be the same as the one every other person wears? Doesn't
~ that mean that we like to be trendy? Of course, the large department stores to some extent, dictate what we wear.
Furthermore, they keep our interest, not unlikely the fashion houses of Europe with their seasonal collections, or
by announcing a festive sale. It is true that they always offer a choice, but they carefully select the clothing,
which is trending at that time. We must realize that this extends far beyond the clothes we wear. It includes
accessorics, makeups and hairstyles. So, it is casy for us to say that we don't follow the dictates of fashion, but
isn’t it true to say that we are all conformist at heart?

Some researchers carry out a study on fashion. They claimed that people who do not follow “normal fashion”

get more respect from the others who follow. Most people view social status and competence of people who do

not conform to “normal” ways of dressing. They discovered that the more outlandishly people dress, the more

respect they get. Others who had a “weirder” fashion are considered to be more unique. Rather than think badly

of someone scruffily dressed, many people belicve that dressing down is a sign of confidénce. Jessy says high-

profile entrepreneurs who dress down may influence our views about fashion. Jessy’s experience in a fashion

boutique was that a well-dressed young man entered that big textile shop, he was able to draw the attention of
the salesmen who thought him rich and likely to make heavy purchases. He was shawn the superior varieties of
suit lengths and sarces. But after casually examining them; he kept moving to the next section, where ready-

made goods were being sold and further on to the hosiery section. By then, the salesmen had begun to doubt his

intentions and drew the attention of the manager. The manager asked him what exactly he wanted and he replied

that he wanted courteous treatment, He explained that he had come to the same shop in casual dress that

morning and drawn little attention. His pride was hurt and he wanted to assert himself. He had come in geod

dress only to get a sway and a decent treatment, not for getting any textiles. He left without making any
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purchase. All of these are not left with their own cffects on the society.

A typical example of fashion victim is seen at the Temple Hair in India where thousands of women queued up
to have their head shaved with a dry razor blade, leaving them completely bald. Within wecks, the hair would
have been lightened and bonded on the hair of the rich Western women who want to imitate the hair of the rich
and the latest red-carpet fashion. Does anyone dare to ask where it come from, or how much women are being
paid to donate their locks to fashion? The shocking truth is that not a penny is given to the women who sacrifice
their hair. In fact, they are not even told that soon it is going to be sold for profit. All the money goes to the
temple itselll The Hindu temple is the second richest religious site in the world after the Vatican City, boasting
up to 20 million pilgrims a year. The popular site costs $120 million a year to maintain. Money mainly comes
from donations, but the most prevalent source of income, however, is from the sale of human hair. Every day,
up to 4,000women visit the temple to take part in this religious rite. Lakshmi Srinivasan, a beautiful 21-year-old
girl, lives nearby. From the age of 11, she sorted hair to export to the US. Indian women rub oils into their hair
to keep it soft and beautiful. Also, they grow it very long. ‘Our hair is a major source of pride and beauty.
Lakshmi, coming from a poor family, needed to work to feed her parents, as well as to save for a dowry so she
could marry. But she had to make far greater sacrifices for their prosperity. ‘When | was younger, | was made to
have my own hair cut off at the temple,” she remembers. ‘My parents believed that it would bring us some luck,
so [ could not say no.” Many poor families go to the temple to pray for good crops; for poor farmers, the
sacrifice of hair to Vishnu adds to their chances of having a good harvest. And in LA, where looks are
everything, women will pay premium prices to get their hands on temple hair. LA’s hottest shopping street,
Melrose Avenue, is teeming with skinny blondes in designer clothes. The idea of ‘temple hair® with all its
spiritual connotations, has a special appeal in the city where religious fads are considered part and parcel of
celebrity. )

Teenagers are extremely conscious about how they look and often obsess over details that adults disregard as
important. They do not dress up in the same way that we do. Some teenagers’ sclf-consciousness generates a
horror of drawing too much attention to themselves. As a result, they go for the “not looking-very-dressed-up”
look. Others enjoy getting all the attention they get and will wear just about anything to get it. Teenagers are
probably the most fashion-conscious humans on earth. To them, fashion is incredibly important because it’s a
way of showing the world who they arc or who they want to be. Different teenagers have different personalities
and for this reason, there exist clothes in different styles, sizes, colours, and fabrics. As people grow up, they
form their sense of self through the clothes-that they wear. Teenagers use fashion as a route to express
themselves as well as their alfiliations, gain social status and bond with their peers.

The adolescence phase is marked by the search for a personal identity and what adolescents wear plays a huge
role in forging that identity. Teenagers express themselves through clothes and hairstyles. What a teenager
chooses to wear is a way of individuating themselves and demonstrating how they want the world to sce them.
For example, teenagers who prefer wearing gothic outfits tend to have some associated traits like getting tattoos,
piercings and applying dark make up. Peer pressure largely affects teenagers’ daily choices on matters like
alcohol and drug abuse, fashion and style. Research has shown that teenagers will dress a particular way to stave
off mocking and humiliation from peers. They feel that if they dress in inappropriate clothes, they could end up
losing their friends. You will notice that teenagers will go shopping together or ask for advice on how to dress
up for an event, say a birthday party. A majority of teenagers are influenced by pcople around them because
they feel that they somehow need to fit in. Duplicating the fashion around them gives them a sense of belonging
in today’s world. Teenagers will dress alike or keep friendship and bolster their self-esteem by ‘mirroring’.
Teenagers will idolize the cclebrities that they love. They look up to them for some fashion inspiration. When
the teenager sces their favourite celebrity dressed in something that they love, they will go and buy the exact
same outfit just to 1>ok like them, They will then show off the clothes to their friends. To sum up, fashion is
closely interlinked with the history of the world.
